Living Tree Care

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For Christmas there is nothing so cherished as the Living Christmas Tree – a beautiful focal point in your home this Christmas and in your yard for years to come. A living tree is an Investment in landscape beauty and in the value of your home. 

How to care for your Living Christmas Tree: 

1. Place the tree in a water tight container, such as a tub or pail.

2. Soak root ball thoroughly and keep moist throughout its stay in your home. Check the ball daily; it may require two quarts to a gallon of water every day. 

3. Decorate carefully. Small “twinkle lights” are recommended. 

4. Don’t keep the tree in your home longer than five days- a longer period could cause the tree to break dormancy, resulting in transplant shock. 

5. After removing the tree from indoors, store it in a cool, ventilated garage, porch, or protected spot for 10-12 days to allow it acclimate to the cold before planting.
